








Copenhagen 
Airport
A single ride ticket valid for the trip between 
Copenhagen Airport and the city centre costs 
DKK 31.50. A three zone multi-ride ticket with 
ten clips (rides) costs DKK 170. If travelling as 
a group or family you are of course allowed to 
share the individual rides on a multi-ride ticket.

The airport Metro station is located near the 
arrivals and departures hall in Terminal 3. The 
trip from the airport to the city centre takes 15 
minutes. There are also check-in machines at the 
airport Metro station, which means you can jump 
the check-in queue in the airport when flying out.

Take the Metro
The Metro is the quickest, easiest - and greenest! - way to get around Copenhagen. With departures 
as frequent as every other minute, there’s no need to bother with a schedule. You do need to be aware 
that there are two Metro lines before hopping on board:

Tickets
You can purchase Metro tickets from the 
Metro ticket machines located in all Metro 
stations. A single-ride two-zone ticket costs 
DKK 21 while a two zone multi-ride ticket 
with ten clips (rides) costs DKK 130. Children 
under the age of twelve travel free when ac-
companied by an adult – there is, however, a 
maximum of two children per adult. Children’s 
two-zone tickets cost DKK 10.50. 

Next phase: 
a city circle line underway

Two new Metro lines are scheduled to open 
in 2018. The two new lines - called Cityrin-
gen in Danish - will be underground, with 
17 new stations, taking in the existing hubs 
of the city, such as the central rail station, 
Østerport and the national football stadium, 
Parken, on Østerbro.

Before the tunnel boring machines can start 
work, supply lines, cables, pipes, and such 
must be moved. And archaeologists from the 
City Museum of Copenhagen need to examine 
the soil under the city; after all, Copenhagen 
is one of Scandinavia’s largest and most 
important cities, with a history that stretches 
back to the Vikings. This work has already 
started at a number of sites in the city. We 
apologise in advance, but the next time you 
come to Copenhagen, we may be able to wel-
come you on board a bigger and better Metro.
